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Aims & Methods

Before, during and after each part there will be a special time for prayer, and throughout and
beyond the workshop there will be the possibility to share findings and experiences with other
participants.

The first part is dedicated to help you in finding out your spiritual gift(s) on Biblical grounds. It
consists of a lecture and/or the present document which gives you general definitions,
distinctions and principles of spiritual gifts. In addition, the lecture introduces to you purposes
and attitudes relating to spiritual gifts.

After the introductory lecture, you will study the Bible by means of individual and group work (2-
4 people). You will pursue definitions of spiritual gifts, whereby the small group that you are going
to work with will devise a list of spiritual gifts and document its findings on a paper sheet by a
template provided in this document.

Eventually you and your small group will give a presentation of its list of spiritual gifts to the
other groups and have a discussion in the entire workshop.

In conclusion, you will be encouraged to study spiritual gifts in more detail and spend some
private time in prayer and reflection, and/or share with an entrusted person and Christian

In conclusion, you will be encouraged to study the application of spiritual gifts in your life as a
Christian believer in more detail and in connection with your local church(es) and its ministries.

Workshop, Part 1: Finding Your Spiritual Gifts

How can you find your spiritual gift(s)?

This part of the workshop starts with a lecture (40 min) that gives you an overview of general
definitions, distinctions and principles of spiritual gifts. The lecture also introduces to you purposes
and attitudes relating to spiritual gifts. After the lecture, you will proceed to search for more detailed
definitions of spiritual gifts by studying the Bible through individual and group work. Eventually your
findings will be discussed within the workshop, and you may check the list of spiritual gifts and Bible
references provided in this document for more information. You will be also invited to pray and
reflect further on spiritual gifts in a private time between this and the next part of the workshop.

General Definitions & Distinctions

What are spiritual gifts? Who is the Holy Spirit? How are spiritual gifts
distinguished from other gifts, spiritual conditions or activities of believers?

Spiritual gifts are unique and personal, special abilities, bestowed by the Holy Spirit to every
Christian believer who has accepted Jesus as Saviour.

Natural gifts are common to believers and unbelievers just like any talents.

Both natural and spiritual gifts are God-given, and they should be used
to glorify God and serve others within and outside of the Church.

1 Corinthians 12:4-31

There are different kinds of gifts, but the same Spirit. There are different kinds of service, but the
same Lord. There are different kinds of working, but the same God works all of them in all men.

Now to each one the manifestation of the Spirit is given for the common good. To one there is given
through the Spirit the message of wisdom, to another the message of knowledge by means of the
same Spirit, to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healing by that one Spirit, to
another miraculous powers, to another prophecy, to another distinguishing between spirits, to
another speaking in different kinds of tongues, and to still another the interpretation of tongues. All
these are the work of one and the same Spirit, and he gives them to each one, just as he determines.

The body is a unit, though it is made up of many parts; and though all its parts are many, they form
one body. So it is with Christ. For we were all baptized by one Spirit into one body ¢ whether Jews or
Greeks, slave or free ¢ and we were all given the one Spirit to drink.

Now the body is not made up of one part but of many. If the foot should say, "Because | am not a
hand, | do not belong to the body," it would not for that reason cease to be part of the body. And if
the ear should say, "Because | am not an eye, | do not belong to the body," it would not for that
reason cease to be part of the body. If the whole body were an eye, where would the sense of
hearing be? If the whole body were an ear, where would the sense of smell be? But in fact God has
arranged the parts in the body, every one of them, just as he wanted them to be. If they were all one
part, where would the body be? As it is, there are many parts, but one body.

The eye cannot say to the hand, "l don't need you!" And the head cannot say to the feet, "l don't
need you!" On the contrary, those parts of the body that seem to be weaker are indispensable, and
the parts that we think are less honorable we treat with special honor. And the parts that are
unpresentable are treated with special modesty, while our presentable parts need no special
treatment. But God has combined the members of the body and has given greater honor to the parts
that lacked it, so that there should be no division in the body, but that its parts should have equal
concern for each other. If one part suffers, every part suffers with it; if one part is honored, every
part rejoices with it.
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Now you are the body of Christ, and each one of you is a part of it. And in the church God has
appointed first of all apostles, second prophets, third teachers, then workers of miracles, also those
having gifts of healing, those able to help others, those with gifts of administration, and those
speaking in different kinds of tongues. Are all apostles? Are all prophets? Are all teachers? Do all
work miracles? Do all have gifts of healing? Do all speak in tongues? Do all interpret? But eagerly
desire the greater gifts. And now | will show you the most excellent way.

Ephesians 4:4-8,11-16
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Lord, one faith, one baptism; one God and Father of all, who is over all and through all and in all. But
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It was he who gave some to be apostles, some to be prophets, some to be evangelists, and some to

be pastors and teachers, to prepare God's people for works of service, so that the body of Christ may

be built up until we all reach unity in the faith and in the knowledge of the Son of God and become

mature, attaining to the whole measure of the fullness of Christ.

Then we will no longer be infants, tossed back and forth by the waves, and blown here and there by
every wind of teaching and by the cunning and craftiness of men in their deceitful scheming. Instead,
speaking the truth in love, we will in all things grow up into him who is the Head, that is, Christ. From
him the whole body, joined and held together by every supporting ligament, grows and builds itself
up in love, as each part does its work.
