Information about the Workshop 
“Finding and Using Your Spiritual Gifts” 
 
General Overview 
 
The workshop on Saturday 25.7.2009  is termed “Finding and Using Your Spiritual Gifts”, and it consists 
of two parts, the first being “Finding Your Spiritual Gifts” and the second being “Using Your Spiritual 
Gifts”. The location of the workshop will be in the building of Kellonkartano, and Part 1 will last from 
9.30-11.30, and Part 2 from 15.00-17.00. 
 
The main aim is to offer you the possibility to learn about spiritual gifts, first to find out about them and 
then to get to know how to use them. The main method employed is studying the Bible by means of 
individual and group work (2-4 people), which includes a lecture, exercises, material and discussion 
within the workshop. 
 
Each part of the workshop will last approx. two hours (120 minutes, see times above). In addition, you 
will be provided extra time for further studies and personal reflection or consultation with the 
participants and the workshop leader (see contact information below). 
 
Before, during and after each part there will be a special time for prayer, and throughout and beyond 
the workshop there will be the possibility to share findings and experiences with other participants. Any 
feedback on the workshop is welcome and may be directed to Bastian Fähnrich 
(050 31 749 31, bastian@theprisoners.org, http://www.church.fi/oulu). 
 
  

Part 1: Finding Your Spiritual Gifts  
 
The first part is dedicated to help you in finding out your spiritual gift(s) on Biblical grounds. It consists of 
a lecture (30 minutes) and material which gives you general definitions, distinctions and principles of 
spiritual gifts. In addition, the lecture introduces to you purposes and attitudes relating to spiritual gifts. 
 
After the introductory lecture,  you will study the Bible by means of individual and group work (2-4 
people). You will pursue definitions of spiritual gifts, whereby the small group that you are going to work 
with will devise a list of spiritual gifts and document its findings on a paper sheet by a template provided 
in the workshop material (60 minutes). 
 
Eventually you and your small group will give a presentation of  its list of spiritual gifts to the other 
groups and have a discussion in the entire workshop (5 minutes presentation for each group, with the 
discussion altogether 30 minutes). 
 
In conclusion, you will be encouraged to study spiritual gifts in more detail and spend some private time 
in prayer and reflection, and/or share with an entrusted person and Christian believer about your own 
and the other’s reasoning about spiritual gifts.

Part 2: Using Your Spiritual Gifts  
 
The second part is dedicated to continue assisting you to find out but also get to know how to use 
spiritual gifts that you may have identified during the first part of this workshop and personal and/or 
joint reflection with a fellow believer in the time in between the two workshop parts. The second part 
will be carried out by means of individual and group work (2-4 people). You and/or the small group that 
you’re going to be part of will study the Bible and further work out the definitions and applications of 
the spiritual gifts of “evangelising”, “serving and helping” and “creatively communicating”. 
 
You will do this with the aim of possibly contributing in some way or the other to the Truth event 
(www.yksitotuus.fi/rekry/english) or to the local church(es) you’re belonging to. If need be, you can also 
choose other spiritual gifts that match your own God-given abilities and purposes. 
 
To start with, you will consult the Bible individually and/or in small groups to define the spiritual gifts in 
more detail and document your findings on a template provided in this document (45 min). In addition, 
you will spend some private time (15 min) and then devise a concrete plan – within a small group or 
alone – of how to use certain spiritual gifts at the Truth event or in your local church (30 minutes). 
 
Eventually you and/or the small group you are going to work with will give a presentation of  your 
definitions and plan to the other groups and have a discussion in the entire workshop (5 minutes 
presentation for each individual or group, with the discussion altogether 30 minutes). In conclusion, you 
will be encouraged to study the application of spiritual gifts in your life as a Christian believer in more 
detail, and you will be invited to join planning meetings of the Truth event and/or of your local 
church(es) and its ministries. 

 
Target Group 
 
The workshop has been designed for anyone who has accepted Jesus Christ as his/her personal Saviour 
through faith, and is interested to find out and use his/her spiritual gift(s) in order to edify others and 
glorify God in his/her life on an individual, congregational and societal level. The workshop and material 
provided may be also used for individual and group study at other occasions than the summer camp. 
 
If you haven’t put your faith yet into Jesus Christ as your personal Saviour, you shouldn’t take part in the 
workshop but rather learn more about the Christian faith. For example, you could join the session 
“Introducing the Christian faith”, talk to a Christian friend, read the Bible etc. Feel free to also contact 
the workshop leader (see above).  
 

Requirements 
 
You will need a Bible (preferably NIV or KJV), even though the workshop material provides hyperlinks 
and some essential Scripture verses. In addition, you will need pens and paper or an electronic device 
such as a note- or netbook to take part in the exercises and keep track of your findings and reasoning. 
 
Please pray to God for yourself and the other participants before joining in, and feel free to ask 
questions or comments throughout and beyond the proceedings of the workshop. Also, if possible, 
spend some extra time in personal reflection and/or share with an entrusted person and Christian 
believer about your own and the other’s reasoning about spiritual gifts. Furthermore, you may attend a 
local church etc., read the Bible and other Christian literature to learn more about spiritual gifts, in 
particular its definitions and applications. Resources will be provided with the workshop material.
