God blesses the fishes and birds:

Genesis 1:20-23 (NIV)

[...] And God saw that it was good. God blessed them and said, "Be fruitful and increase in number and fill the
water in the seas, and let the birds increase on the earth.

God blesses the seventh day:

Genesis 2:2-3 (NIV)

By the seventh day God had finished the work he had been doing; so on the seventh day he rested from all his
work.

He will bless the fruit of your womb, the
crops of your landt your grain, new wine and oilt the calves of your herds and the lambs of your flocks in the
land that he swore to your forefathers to give you. You will be blessed more than any other people; none of
your men or women will be childless, nor any of your livestock without young. The Lord will keep you free from
every disease. He will not inflict on you the horrible diseases you knew in Egypt.

We can find many more verses in Scripture and Biblical accounts giving evidencethat ¥ 2 f t 2 6 Ay 3 G KS
decrees and maintaining justice meant to be able to receive blessings and to be a blessing:

Psalm 119:2, Proverbs 29:18, Psalm 106:3, Psalm 112:1 (NIV)

Blessed are they who keep his statutes and seek him with all their heart.

Where there is no revelation, the people cast off restraint; but blessed is he who keeps the law.
Blessed are they who maintain justice, who constantly do what is right.

Blessed is the man who fears the Lord, who finds great delight in his commands.

See also in relation of blessing and curse:

Deuteronomy 11:26-28, Deuteronomy 27:19, 26, Jeremiah 17:5

Moses speaks: | am setting before you today a blessing and a curse - the blessing if you obey the commands of
the Lord your God that | am giving you today; the curse if you disobey the commands of the Lord your God and
turn from the way that | command you today by following other gods, which you have not known.

Cursed is the man wo witholds justice. [...] Cursed is the man who does not uphold the words of this law by
carrying them out.

This is what the Lord says: Cursed is the one who trusts in man, who depends on flesh for his strength and
whose heart turns away from the Lord.

| believe that, based on Scripture and the Bible verses we just read, that by the Mosaic law God wants to have
a relationship with man and governs the relationships among the human race. We know from the history of
the people of Israel how hard this was for mankind, and that they (as we) cannot adhere to the fullest to His
commands by our own strength. We will come to understand this in more detail at a later stage of this
message. However, at this point | want to also issue a warning, and anticipate the main point of this message:
CNRY (2RIl & e knddSmiErusi$hexhkigBI8sus came to restore the relationship with man at
Calvary and through His resurrection (and He will come again, to rule this world and then lift believers into the
presence of God in eternity). Our faith in Jesus is based and we are justified only by the grace of the Lord, as
Christ is the only One sinless and has fulfilled the law in its entirety:

Deuteronomy 27:26, Galatians 3:10, Galatians 2:16 (NIV)

Cursed is the man who does not uphold the words of this law by carrying them out.

All who rely on observing the law are under a curse, for it is written: "Cursed is everyone who does not
continue to do everything written in the Book of the Law."
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Know that a man is not justified by observing the law, but by faith in Jesus Christ. So we, too, have put our
faith in Christ Jesus that we may be justified by faith in Christ and not by observing the law, because by
observing the law no one will be justified.

See for more details later in this message and, regarding the claims made above, feel free to consult also:
John 1:17; Romans 7:4, 8:2, 10:4; Galatians 3:13,24, 5:4; Philippians 3:9.

The following Biblical accounts provide a more comprehensive picture of the relationship of God and man in
the ancient times, showing that blessings are not automatically received but are (as a condition set by God)
connected with turning to the Lord, even though in the Old Testament people must have understood this as a
difficult task due to their weakness and sinfulness, and the state of being under the curse as a punishment by
God always reminded them that the original blessed relationship with God cannot be restored by their own
strength or power (which is also true for i 2 R lpedglr&nd us, of course).

Spirit so that we may bless others, creation and God, as we shall see a little bit later in the next part of this

message.

Scripture reveals to us Jesus as the Son of God, as the Saviour and Redeemer (in the New Testament, but
there are many Messianic prophecies about Christ in the Old Testament):

Galatians 3:13, Deuteronomy 21:23 (NIV)
Christ redeemed us from the curse of the law by becoming a curse for us, for it is written: "Cursed is everyone
who is hung on a tree.£

Christ is called blessed in the Bible, even though He became a curse for us:

Matthew 23:39, Luke 1:42,19:38 (NIV)

Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord.

In a loud voice she [Elisabeth about Mary and Jesus] exclaimed: "Blessed are you among women, and blessed
is the child you will bear! Blessed is the king who comes in the name of the Lord!" "Peace in heaven and glory
in the highest!"

As we will see in due time, the rich blessings of the Lord for Christian believers are mostly of spiritual nature,
thereby however also having at times a blessing effect on physical or temporal matters.

We may get a glimpse of the spiritual nature of blessings by having a quick look at the sayings of Jesus Christ,
especially those that we find in the Sermon on the Mount:

Matthew 5:3-11 (NIV)

Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.

Blessed are those who mourn, for they will be comforted.

Blessed are the meek, for they will inherit the earth.

Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, for they will be filled.

Blessed are the merciful, for they will be shown mercy.

Blessed are the pure in heart, for they will see God.

Blessed are the peacemakers, for they will be called sons of God.

Blessed are those who are persecuted because of righteousness, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.
Blessed are you when people insult you, persecute you and falsely say all kinds of evil against you because of
me [Jesus Christ].

From these sayings we may also derive blessings of temporal nature, as peacemakers will be a blessing in
many ways, also in physical ways, inthisworld® ! f a2 %X GKAY ] I 0 2tdzhoreWwsssedind Q
A DS (0 KI y(Adis 20:3NEPhicHzAISodmeans to share and spread the good things and blessings
NEOSADGSR 0 ®th®2wRdaee in Bebtletd See also Malachi 3:10, NIV).

However, we shall also realise that God wants to bring the gospel to all mankind (2 Corinthians 5:14-21, Mark

with Him through Jesus Christ and faithful followers. Moreover, we will also have to understand that
ultimately God is the source of blessing, and we are first receiving His blessings and are then called to only
pass on the blessings, to be a blessing to this world.
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4.7.4 Man blesses (curses) or is a blessing to creation, himself and others by the Holy Spirit
(The curse/cursing is not by the Spirit but evil spirit)

In the previous part of this message we came to see that God blesses man through Jesus Christ as the long

awaited Saviour and Redeemer. We also had a brief overview of the kind of people whom Jesus calls blessed,

thereby indicating that followers of Christ should be a blessing. Now we will have a more close look at how
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As mentioned earlier, the main emphasis in the New Testament is on spiritual blessings (see also Ephesians
1:3-14, ESV), even though we may also receive and pass on physical or temporal blessings, and are called to
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L Q Rto pointlo& at this stage that for the time being Jesus Christ is seated at the right hand of the Father
(Colossians 3:1). But when Jesus ascended to Heaven God provided the Holy Spirit as counselor and guide for
His people, to gain understanding of His truth, including the possibility to find out about the meaning of being

Man bestows blessings upon creation:

Or, we may focus our attention on the fact that we are called to bless the good things, such as food and drink,
provided by God, thereby giving thanks to Him for everything:

Matthew 14:19, Mark 8:7, Luke 24:30 (ESV)

Then he ordered the crowds to sit down on the grass, and taking the five loaves and the two fish, he looked up
to heaven and said a blessing. Then he broke the loaves and gave them to the disciples, and the disciples gave
them to the crowds.

And they had a few small fish. And having blessed them, he said that these also should be set before them.
When he was at table with them, he took the bread and blessed and broke it and gave it to them.

Man bestows blessings upon himself:

Isaiah 65:16 (ESV), see also words of warnings, especially regarding the temporality of physical blessings:
Deuteronomy 29:16-21 (NIV) and Psalm 49:16-20 (NIV):

He who blesses himself in the land shall bless himself by the God of truth.

Man bestows blessings upon others:

According to his great mercy, he has caused us to be
born again to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead.

Blessing God for His comfort in difficult times and the blessing of prayer:
